They must be installed with the arrow facing towards the user appliance.

During installation, take care not to allow debris or scraps of metal to enter the device.

Check the pressure in the line is not more than max pressure of the valve.

Check the voltage is the same as the coil voltage.

Always check that the system is gas-tight after installation

Please carefully read all instructions before use.

A suitable gas filter (according to EN161) must be installed upstream of this device and all rules

and laws in force for gas installations must be adhered to.
° These solenoid valves will only operate when the flow is in the same direction as the arrow on the
valve body which is generally towards the appliance and upstream of the regulation apparatus.
