When the coil is energized, the armature will open against the spring force, the valve will

then open, and the media will flow. When the coil is de-energized, the armature will close
under the force from the spring, the valve will then close, and the flow of media will stop.
Direct acting valves will operate with zero-line pressure and even in very low vacuums.

° For ZS Normally Open the operating principle is opposite to Normally Closed.

Valve Installation

° Before installation, please check the voltage, pressure, media, and temperature
parameters of the product and confirm these parameters are suitable for the required working
conditions.

° Valves should preferably be installed in horizontal pipework with the coil in the upright position and

never below the centre line of the pipework due to risk of water ingress from pipework
condensation etc.

° Solenoid valves can be installed in vertical pipework. However, this increases the risk of
contaminants having an adverse effect on valve operation.

o Solenoid valves must be installed with the direction of flow matching the flow direction
mark showed on the valve body, if installed in the wrong direction the valve will not operate.

o Before installing the valve, please ensure that the media is clean and free from particles, solids or

dirt. In new pipework systems the pipework should be fully flushed and cleaned to remote any
foreign bodies from the system before installation of the valve. It is recommended that a strainer
is fitted upstream of the valve to protect from ingress of dirt and foreign bodies.

° Please ensure that all connecting pipework is properly installed and that no stress is put on the
valve from unsupported or out of line pipework.
° Like any other valve or pipework component, measures must be taken to protect the media from

freezing in cold environments as this will restrict the movement of the plunger assembly inside the
armature preventing the valve from operating properly.

° Please ensure all electrical connections are done properly by a qualified installer. The standard coil
is not suitable for explosive environments; please consult our technical department for explosion
proof coils.

° Temperature rise is commonplace in electromagnetic coils. Coil insulation is Class F and is rated to
155°C.

° Do not, under any circumstances power the coil when it is not mounted onto the valve stem. Doing
so will likely cause coil burn out.

° Please ensure the coil is wired as per the wiring diagram below.

° The valve is classified in accordance with PED 2014/68/EU as Sound Engineering Practice (SEP).
